e Beable to offer a packed lunch or filled flask if required (recyclable packaging to be encouraged).

e Use of car cleaning equipment (rags, soft cloths, old towels, sponge and bucket) should be available including use
of carvacuum.

e Access to electrical supply (consider having battery chargers available for use).
e Some basic car maintenance tools available for guests use. (to include spanners, pliers, screwdrivers, insulating tape, etc)
e Degrease hand wash should be available to guests on request.

e Asupply of recommended tours including viewpoints, visitor attractions etc. available for reference. This can also
include suggested Apps for Smartphones or GPS.
