SHEEP AND EXPERIENCE TRADITIONAL CRAFTS.

LUNCH: THE SOUND CAFE

SET BESIDE DRAMATIC COASTAL SCENERY OVERLOOKING THE CALF OF MAN, THE
SOUND CAFE IS A POPULAR STOP WITH SPECTACULAR VIEWS. THE SURROUNDING
AREA IS ALSO ONE OF THE ISLAND’S BEST LOCATIONS FOR WILDLIFE SPOTTING,
